It's a creamy but also quite dark profile, not
exceedingly fruity. The typically mineral and waxy mouthfeel of this distillery is present,
but made more muscular than usual by the interaction with the casks. There are
maraschino cherries, Sacher torte, dried plums, and a spicy touch: there is sweetness,
but on average it's not a markedly sugary whisky at all. The very peppery character,

lively and warm, grows in intensity towards the end.
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
