The typicallyoily character ofTobermory and its earthyand
vegetal flavours areunmistakable, backed bya very muscular body.Liquorice, a hint of
tarryboat coating (as if toremind of the maritimeinfluence), and then ofcourse the
wineyfruitiness from the sherrycask: it's not loud andtannic, but it enhances the malt
with notes of sultana raisins, a lively hint of peachy sourness, and candied orange peel.
Refined and complex, but not wimpy, because Tobermory will always be a span-
hearted malt.
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
